Abstract: The "Guided Pathway" project is a national reform project initiated by the American Association
of Community Colleges in 2015. This project based on career education and aimed at solving the problem of high
dropout rate, low graduation rate, and low transfer rate in American community colleges. The "Guided Pathway"
project has formed a relatively complete structured operation model. The main elements of the "Guided Pathway"
project are structured personal paths, auxiliary career counseling, integrated educational experience combination
and dynamic monitoring system based on empirical data. The mechanism of the project to realize students' career
education include basic concept training and training mechanism; process—based action mechanism; curriculum
customization and update mechanism; career consulting mechanism; teaching quality assurance mechanism; and
multiple quality supervision mechanism. Its characteristics can be summarized as implementation of diversification
of subjects; humanization of value orientation; phased implementation of strategies; evidence—based quality
supervision; and continuity of project improvement.
